Notes

To be eligible to take the Commercial Pilot Practical Test, you must have logged:

250 hours of total flight time

100 hours of pilot in command time

50 hours of cross country time of 50 nautical miles or more as pilot in command

10 hours of solo flight time which includes at least:
- One cross country flight of not less than 300nm total, with landings at 3 points, one being at
least 250nm from the original point of departure.
- 5 hours night time (VFR) with 10 takeoffs and landings (each involving flight in a traffic
pattern) at an airport with an operating control tower.
